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Jonathan A. Noyalas is Director of the McCormick Civil War Institute at Shenandoah 

University in Winchester, Virginia, where he also teaches Civil War Era Studies.  Prof. 

Noyalas is the author or editor of eleven books including his most-recent Civil War 

Legacy in the Shenandoah: Remembrance, Reunion, and Reconciliation.  He has worked 

on a variety of projects with the National Park Service, Civil War Trust, and appeared on 

C-SPAN's American History TV and NPR's "With Good Reason."  The recipient of 

numerous awards for teaching and scholarship, Prof. Noyalas was awarded the highest 

honor that could be bestowed upon any professor at a public or private college/university 

in the Old Dominion in February 2016--the State Council of Higher Education for 

Virginia's Outstanding Faculty Award.
